• Positioning: When taking photos, the positioning of both people and surroundings is 

important. Watch out for people’s faces: is anything blocking your shot such furniture, anything 

behind your subject that might cause the photo to look distorted or like something is growing 

from your subject’s head?

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• Eyes: This might seem like we saved the simplest for last but you would be surprised how 

often this item out of everything gets missed.
