activities for any VFW Program listed below. 

a. Disaster Relief 

b. Military Assistance (MAP) 

c. National Veterans Service (NVS) 

d. Unmet Needs 

e. Veterans & Military Suicide Prevention and Mental Health Awareness 

3. Number of Auxiliaries that provided direct aid to veterans, service members and/or their 

families (for example, meals, transportation, cards, packages, donations, etc.) 

4. Approximate number of veterans, service members and/or their families assisted. 

5. Total monetary donations and/or value of donations and goods/services provided to veterans, 

service members and/or their families.
